ITEM 1 - APOLOGIES
1.    Apologies had been received from David & Barry White, Richard Greenwood, Paul Allen, Mike & David Knaggs, 
John Surridge, Andrew Muryn, Ralph Sargeant and Brian Brock.
2.  Kevin Pratt asked if a card could be sent to John Surridge, this the Secretary said he would do. 
               
ITEM 2 - OBITUARY
1.    Mark Rudd read out a tribute to the NPA members who had passed away in the previous year and then asked all members to stand for a minutes silence to remember them. 

ITEM 3 - MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS AGM
1.    The Minutes were proposed as a true record by Richard Henderson and seconded by Paul Littlewood. Carried unanimously.

ITEM 4 - MATTERS ARISING
1.    Mark Rudd read out a supplementary rule from DEFRA regarding the fact that the DEFRA form must remain in the possession of the owner of the birds imported from Europe.

ITEM 5 – CORRESPONDENCE RELEVENT TO THE AGM
1.   There was no correspondence.

ITEM 6 – PRESIDENT’S REPORT
1.  This had been published in the NPA News Bulletin, circulated to all members the previous November.

ITEM 7 – CHAIRMAN’S REPORT
 1.  The Chairman’s statement which was read out by the President, stated that most items for the year had been covered in his article in the News Bulletin, the Foreign ring saga had dragged on, but hopefully after the result of the ballot that would be finished.

ITEM 8 - SECRETARY/TREASURER’S REPORT
1.     The Accounts were circulated for the period 1st September to 31st December 2009 (16 months) and the year ending 31st December 2010; the Secretary went over the various items regarding how it was made up.
2.     It was proposed by Mark Rudd and seconded by Paul Littlewood that the accounts should be approved.  
Carried unanimously.
3. The Secretary went on to say that membership for 2010 was 739 out of which there were 165 new members, 34,500 rings had been sold and 1025 pigeons had been transferred.

ITEM 9 - DECLARATION OF BALLOT FOR THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
 1.    The President explained the “Terms of Office” and that there were 5 vacant places on the NPA Management Committee (the 4th and 5th vacancy for 1 year only) with 5 applicants.
 2.    The following applicants were duly elected: Graham Giddings, Graham Bates, Mark Rudd, Gary Eaton and Brian Brock (the last 2 for 1 year only)

ITEM 10 – RESULT OF BALLOT FOR C&R’s
1.  There were 2 proposals and an option for Rule 3 and 6b changes, Proposal A (90 votes), Proposal B (35 votes), 
Option C (86 votes). Proposal A carried.
2.   Proposal to amend Rules 1 to 24 (not 3 and 6b); For (165 votes) Against (19 votes). Changes carried.
3.  Proposal to amend the Constitution; For (165 votes) Against (17 votes). Changes carried.

ITEM 11 – AWARDS
1.  Life Membership was awarded to Joe Roper.
2.  Master Breeder awards to Peter Graham and Andrew Emerson.
3.  Junior Fancier of the year to Aled Bradbourn.

ITEM 12 - ANY OTHER BUSINESS
1.  A letter from the Sufex Columbarian Society regarding clashing of show dates was read out and after discussion it was decided to put on the Agenda for the next Management Committee meeting.
2.  The Vice President said she had sent an article to the Secretary for inclusion in the Bulletin, the Secretary said he did not receive it.
3.  The possibility of the NPA holding its own National Show was discussed.
There being no other business the meeting was closed at 11.50
